1871 Illinois State Fair
The Illinois State Fair was held in DuQuoin in 1871.  This the 19th year of its existence.  St. Louis city officials let the fair management know that residents of their community would attend in large numbers since a road line had been built between DuQuoin and St. Louis, cutting their travel time between the two cities to three hours.  The fairgrounds was located about one mile northwest of the center of DuQuoin.  

The livestock entries were numerous, Durhams, as usual, were the most numerous among the cattle on exhibit.  Outstanding among the horses were about 100 head of the ponderous Norman breed.  Their weight ranged from 1,500 to 2,300 pounds.
